SUBJECT: Second Reading of Ordinance #667-06; Amendment to Contract for
Retirement Benefits with California Public Employees’ Retirement
System

BACKGROUND

On Apnl 11, 2006, the City Council conducted a first reading of the Ordinance to change the
retirement benefits for miscellaneous employees’ to 2.5% @ 55.

DISCUSSION

Included in the labor negotiations with affected bargaining units was a discussion and agreement
to explore options for improving retirement benefits similar to the eight comparable cities used in
the City’s compensation surveys. As a result of these negotiations, it was agreed that if the City
agreed to provide the enhanced retirement benefit, the affected employees would pay for the cost
of this enhancement and a portion of the future increases in the retirement rate for a period of
four years.

FISCAL IMPACT
There is no fiscal impact to the City for exercising this retirement contract change as all of the
projected annual cost of $367,947 (3.5% of payroll) will be paid by the affected employees.

RECOMMENDATION
It is recommended that the City Council adopt Ordinance 667-06 to modify the contract with
PERS for Miscellaneous employees. The Ordinance will become effective in 30 days from the

date of adoption. The first pay period that will include this change in retirement benefit begins
on June 5, 2006.

SUBJECT: SECOND READING OF ORDINANCE AMENDING MUNICIPAL CODE TO
ADD SECTION 1.04.060, REGARDING CONSISTENCY WITH STATE AND
FEDERAL LAW

This 1s the second reading of an ordinance which amends Title 1 of the City's Municipal Code, by
adding Section 1.04.060, which will specify that any use, entitlement, authorization, license or permit
issued or allowed under the Union City Municipal Code shall be consistent with both state and
federal law.

DISCUSSION:

This ordinance which was introduced at the April 11, 2006 Council meeting will make it easier for
city staff to address the permissibility of use, entitlements, etc., where there may be a conflict
between local, state or federal law such as the operation of medical marijuana dispensaries. It will
also provide the City with a clear regulatory basis for pursuing civil action in addition to criminal
prosecution of unlawful uses. The ordinance does not make anything unlawful that is not already
unlawful under local, state or federal law.

FISCAL IMPACT:

None

RECOMMENDATION:

Consider, then conduct the second reading of this ordinance which would amend the Municipal Code
to require that all uses, entitlements, authorizations, licenses, and permits issued or allowed under the
Code are consistent with both state and federal law, waiving the first reading.

ORDINANCE NO.
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF UNION CITY ADDING SECTION 1.04.060 TO THE
UNION CITY MUNICIPAL CODE RELATING TO CONSISTENCY WITH STATE AND
FEDERAL LAW
The City Council of the City of Union City hereby ordains:

SECTION 1.  Section 1.04.060 is hereby added to the Union City Municipal Code, to read as
follows:

“Section 1.04.060  Consistency with State and Federal Law

Notwithstanding any provision of this Code to the contrary, any use, entitiement, authorization,
license or permit allowed or issued under this Code shall be consistent with state and federal
law.”

SECTION 2.  Severability and Validity. If any section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase
or word of this ordinance is for any reason held to be unconstitutional, unlawful or otherwise
invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the validity of the
remaining portions of this ordinance. The City Council of Union City hereby declares that it
would have passed and adopted this ordinance and each and all provisions thereof irrespective
of the fact that any one or more of said provisions be declared unconstitutional, unlawful or
otherwise invalid.

SECTION 3.  Publication and Effective Date. This Ordinance shall be published once, with
the names of those City Councilmembers voting for or against it, in The Argus, a newspaper of
general circulation in the City of Union City, as required by law, and shall become effective thirty
(30) days from and after its adoption.

Tina Phillips spoke in support of the cannabis clubs and requested that they not be
banned.

Mire Ingram spoke of her health issues that require the use of medical marijuana. She
noted the importance of purchasing the prescribed medical marijuana from reliable
sources such as cannabis dispensaries. She encouraged Council to vote against
banning in Union City.

Peter Keyes advised that he was a member of the Task Force to create dispensaries in
Sacramento County and urged Council not to ban cannabis dispensaries in the City of
Union City. :

Robert Raich felt the ordinance as written would be invalidated in a court of law due its
vagueness and its issues surrounding separation of powers. He was concerned that
counter staff would lack the ability to make decisions in the way the ordinances are
proposed.

In response to Mayor Green, City Attorney Riback advised that the proposed ordinance
is no different than any other interpretation of the law made by staff on a daily basis.
His opinion was that the ordinance would be upheld, if challenged.

The Public Works Department is requesting City Council to declare the 1993 Elgin Crosswind
Sweeper as surplus and authorize the sale of said sweeper to the highest bidder.

DISCUSSION:

The 1993 Elgin Crosswind Street Sweeper has reached the end of its usable life and is in poor
condition, It has become too costly to maintain in a serviceable condition. The City Council approved
a replacement sweeper with the Schwarze Model A90000 Regenerative Air Sweeper at the City
Council meeting on October 25, 2005. The new Schwarze Sweeper was delivered earlier this year and
is now in full service.

After the sale of the 1993 Elgin Sweeper, the City still has four Sweepers in the fleet. Typically, two
sweepers are in service daily and two are used for leaf season and heavy debris pickup days.

FISCAL IMPACT:
Money received from the sale will be put back into the vehicle replacement account.

Standard Pacific Corporation, a Delaware corporation, has completed Final Tract Map 7144 for
acceptance. Tract 7144 conforms to all requirements and conditions set forth on the tract map.

DISCUSSION:

The Tract Map 7144 subdivided an approximate 7.3 acre parcel into 27 single family dwelling
lots and 0.6 acre mini-park site. The site is west of Alameda Creek at the north terminus of
Tidewater Drive approximately a half mile north of Smith Street. Full street improvements on all
streets within the development have been provided.

Additionally, Standard Pacific agreed to perform repairs to Tidewater Drive. The repair work
consisted of digging out distressed pavement sections and replacing it with six inch full depth
asphalt concrete pavement and thereafter reimbursing the City for slurry sealing the whole street.

BACKGROUND

The Metropolitan Transportation Commission (MTC) has announced that the Transportation
Development Act (TDA) Article 3 funds from the Local Transportation Fund of Alameda County are
available for developing and implementing eligible projects that benefit bicyclists and pedestrians.
MTC has requested local agencies to submit TDA Article 3 Bike/Pedestrian FY 06/07 funding
applications for their local projects that meet the goals of these funds.

DISCUSSION

Union City’s share of TDA Article 3 funds is $§ 69,194, Staff is proposing to utilize these funds to
partially fund pedestrian and bicycle facilities for City Project No. 05-72, Decoto Road Connector
project, which will construct a new access road for transit and vehicles from Decoto Road to the Union
City BART Station through the recently acquired Union Square Development site. This new 430 feet
long roadway will include 10-foot wide concrete sidewalk, Class II bike lanes, pedestrian lighting,
street lighting, trees, landscaping and a new reconfigured parking lot for the Union Square
Development. :

The engineer’s estimate for the entire Decoto Road Connector project is about $ 700,000 with up to
$150,000 cligible for the bike and pedestrian related improvements. In order to get more competitive
bids, this project will be combined with City Project No. 05-09, 11™ Street Enhancement (sidewalk,
bike lanes and landscaping) project, which will complete all the street improvements and construct
the interim BART parking lot on the former PG&E site.

The final bid package consisting of Plans, Specifications & Estimate (PS&E) 1s anticipated to be
completed by May 2006 and MTC plans to release the TDA Allocation for these funds in late July
2006 and construction will begin in July 2006 and be completed around April 2007,



FISCAL IMPACT

TDA Article 3 funds will contribute $69,194 for the pedestrian and bike related improvements for
City Project No. 05-72.

RECOMMENDATION
It is recommended that the City Council adopt the attached resolution authorizing the City Engineer

to submit to MTC the FY 06/07 TDA, Article 3 Bicycle/Pedestrian funds application in the amount
of $ 69,194 for the Decoto Road Connector project, City Project No. 05-72.
